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Summary of Trademark Act

The Trademark Act, 2009 governs the registration, protection, and enforcement of trademarks in Bangladesh. The
act was amended in 2015. A trademark is any sign capable of distinguishing goods or services of one person from
another. The act provides for trademark registration with the Department of Patents, Designs and Trademarks, and
protection of registered trademarks. Infringement can lead to civil and criminal proceedings. The Trademark Rules,

2015 provide detailed guidelines for registration and management, including filing procedures and fees.

(1) Procedure and Duration of Registration
The trademark registration process typically involves the following steps in Bangladesh:
1. A trademark search is conducted to ensure that the desired trademark is available for registration and use.
2. The applicant prepares and submits the trademark application, including a clear representation of the trademark
and the products or services it will be used in connection with.
3. The Registrar of Trademarks examines the application to determine its compliance with all requirements and
whether the trademark can be registered.
4. If the trademark application meets the requirements, it is published in the Trademark Journal.
5. Any person may oppose the trademark registration within 2 months of the publication of the trademark journal.
6. If there is no opposition or the opposition is overcome, the Registrar of Trademarks issues a certificate of
registration.
It is important to note that the trademark registration process in Bangladesh can take at least 2 years and may require
additional steps such as responding to objections or filing amendments to the trademark application.
In Bangladesh, a trademark registration is valid for a period of 7 years from the date of application. Once the
registration term ends, the trademark can be renewed indefinitely by paying renewal fees. The renewal term for

each subsequent period is 10 years.
(2) Effects of Registration

Trademark registration in Bangladesh has several effects that can benefit the owner of the trademark. Firstly, it

provides legal protection against any unauthorized use or infringement of the trademark. The owner of the trademark
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has exclusive rights to use the trademark in connection with the goods or services for which it is registered. Secondly,
registration serves as evidence of ownership and helps to establish priority of use. This can be important in cases
where there is a dispute or infringement of the trademark. Thirdly, registration can deter others from using a similar
mark, as it can result in civil and criminal proceedings against the infringer.

Trademark registration can enhance business reputation and value. A registered trademark can create a sense of
trust and confidence in consumers and can give the owner a competitive advantage in the marketplace. Overall,
trademark registration can be a valuable tool for protecting and enforcing intellectual property rights, promoting

fair competition, and enhancing business success.

(3) Provision relating to Convention and international system

Bangladesh is a member of the Paris Convention as well as the World Trade Organization (WTO), and where any
person or his/her legal representative or assignee who has applied for registration of a trademark in a member
country of the Paris Convention and/or a member of the WTO, if the application for registration of a trademark is
filed in Bangladesh within six months from the date of filing with the required details and certified copy attached
to the priority application, and if the trademark is allowed to be registered under the Trademark Act, it may be
registered on the date of filing and that date is considered as the date of registration in Bangladesh (Section 120 of

Trademark Act). Bangladesh is not a member of the Madrid Protocol.
